Construction Of Gender In Curriculum’
Frame Work Since Independence: An

Analysis
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Construction of Gender

The socio cultural influence has profound impact on
individuals and their personality. (Schneider et al., 2005). As sex
is the biological distinction between male and female (Schneider
et al., 2005) and gender marks the fundamental feature and it has
sociological significance which determine the role of male and
female under its control (Henslin, 2006).To make the distinction
clearer one could consider that we inherit the sex but we learn

“our gender (Boss, 2008). Society decides the gender roles which
is based on the preferences and choices firstly decides on the
basis of biological constructs and then gradually takes the form
of gender disparity and inequality and emerges the stereotype
~ behavior of the society which enforces the duties of the individual
according to their biological identity not because of their quality.
This scenario does exits from the ancient time therefore we heard
about patriarchal and matriarchal society in which the society
dominates either by masculine and feminine gender. The behavior
attern of the males and females is not inborn but a learned
behavior. A child does not know the action and various roles which
is being imitating from the surrounding. Some roles of the males
and females are easily identifiable as males earns livelihood and
females engages in household works since the earlier times. Some
works are considered to be male dominated such as engineering,
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acronautics, mathematicians, business, and religious practices.

Gradually these gaps are filling but differences exist. The idea of
socinl construction of gender sees society, not biological sex
diTerences, as the basis for gender identity ( Anderson et al., 2005).

The term Construction of Gender define by Dubey, A.K.
and Dubey, A.

sConstruction of Gender refers to assigning the various roles
according to the nature and pattern of the socicty.”

“The identifiable behavior pattern is adopted by the child
in accordance with his sexual reference.”

Factors Causes Gender Role

The education system of the particular country is influenced
by the philosophical, social, political, cultural aspects of the nation.
If country follow idealism which is being reflected in the education
system. In democratic country, curriculum has the pinch of
democratic values which is being taught to the students. The
behavior, roles and duties of the male and female are dependent
on several factors including family, society, culture, media, and
educational institution. A child learns basic behavior pattern from
the family. They learn ethics, morals, values and education of life
from the family. Family is influenced by the society and the
prevailing culture of the time. Family follow the traditions, rituals,
morals even the pattern of work, communication, language,
transportation, religious practices from social environs they reside
in and act according the social and cultural practices. Now a day
media brings major revolution and touch all the aspect of the life
of the individual. It reaches out the nook and corner of the country
and have positive role in expending awareness and education
among the masses but some contents in social media which is
portraying gender biases, violence creates a significance
apprehension among the parents about the safety and security of

!
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the st‘udents which further being obstacles in the education of
the chllfiren. Furthermore the media also affects and influences
gender identity. For instance children are constantly bombarded
with shows depicting gender stercotype models from toys
marketed as for boys or girls, to children’s TV programs and
shows. It is common for the children’s programs to emphasize
the role of the male “hero” who saves the weak female. Children
interpret these messages as «real life” which shapes their reality,
behavior, and expectations of their gender role. Educational
institution plays a significant role in shaping the personality of
the children. The democratic culture of the institution where every
child gets equal opportunity for overall growth and development
proves tobe minimizing gender discrimination and student learns
respects for fellow student irrespective of these caste, creed,
religion and gender. And those institutions fail to comply causing
gender discrimination among the students and be the obstacle for
holistic petsonality of the students.

Wheeler (1978) defines curriculum as the rich source of
experience exists in the educatiqnal ingtitutmns for the oYera}l
development of the learners. The learning experience Wth‘h is
carefully planned offered for the learner under the leadership of

teachers. Kerr (1968) explained it as the learning experiences

carried out as group and individual activities. These learning

experiences develop the knowledge, skill, attitude and

psychomotor activities of the learner (Oluoch, 1982). Glatthorn
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(1987) gives the comprehensive views of curriculum which
include planning, execution, application and generalization and
recording of the experiences gained by students. Curriculum is a
set of values which is being taught in the process of teaching and
learning in the school. Curriculum is the strategically planned
but has extensive knowledge and given to the students within
and outside the boundary of classroom.

Construction Of Gender In Curriculum

Since independence efforts have been taken for the womens
education for their betterment and much emphasis have been given
to bring them in the center position of the society and giving equal
opportunity to grow and shine in life. The discrimination has been
noticed that in education which has been marked as male
dominated arena. Now discussing this in the following areas where
masculinity is prevalent.

1. Language | i
The issuc of gender is easily noticed in the language used
in curriculum. The syntax, sentence, words states the
phenomenon of male and female and the emotions, feelings,
ideas also communicates through the medium of language.
Gender bias is noticeable in language used in the different
subject. The universal pronoun is represented by the “He”
in the text books. Likewise for showing professions as
Doctor, Policeman, Postman, Steward, Fireman, Chairman,
Mailman, Businessman, Waiter, Batsman,Armyman etc.
representing the masculinity. Some common terms as
Brotherhood, Bravery, Guts, and Valor are the symbol of
Manhood. '

2. Activities
Curriculum has the influence of society and the form of the
country and the activities and learning experiences planned
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in the light of the national and social belief. Activities like
singing, dancing, art and craft believed to be female oriented
as girls symbolizes tenderness and delicacies so assigned
these activities for them. Boys are the symbol of courage
and they are considered as powerful and strong so physically
stimulated activities sports and games are meant for them.
Certain form of sports, dance and music are considered to
be masculine and some forms as feminine.

Subject

In the selection of subjects much difference are not evident
but some subjects like Home Science, Biology, Arts are
mostly preferred by girls and Mathematics, Physics,
Computer Science, are preferred by boys. The gender
differences in society and stereotype belief made the women
to priorities more expressive and human-centered fields and
male to technical and math-intensive fields. (Charles and
Bradley, 2009). Gender stereotypes create the perception
of the self as the male and female and identify roles and
duties from their perception of society (Deaux and LaFrance,
1998; Worell, 2001; Renfrow and Howard, 2013). It is found
that in secondary education subject like chemistry and
biology have been preferred by the boys and girls
equally(girls 18.4% and boys 20.5%). But for pursuing
higher education and specialization boys are preferred Maths
and Physics more in comparison to girls, (4.4%) decided to
specialize in the subjects Math and Physics (FSO, 2019).

Students Participation in Classroom Processes

The perception of teachers and students decides their attitude
and working pattern which is also evident in the classroom
processes. As girls are considered to be shy and timid but
responsible and hardworking and boys represents strong
but indifferent and aggressive so activities are so planned
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to cater to these qualities. Boys mostly assigned in leadership
role but academic excellence is expected from girls.
Teachers prefers more to choose boys for different activities
of the classroom while girls are less chosen and teachers
paid more attention to boys in comparison to girls.

5. Content of Instructional Material

Textbooks are the repository of knowledge which helps
learner in expanding their horizon of knowledge. Textbook
in Indian context represents its tradition and culture and
gender inequality also finds its place in the textbook. The
stereotype beliefs of the society are being reflected from
the content of the textbook. It is evident that the visual
representation of the women is low in comparison with
male. Like reflecting the freedom struggle and history more
male appeared than female. The human attributes also
segregated between male and female. Attributes such as
brave, heroic, honest, and strong arc considered as malc,
‘while caring, self- sacrificing, love, and kindness
represented as female attributes.

Studies conducted by Kostas (20 19) revealed that textbook
of primary school portrayed female as housewives and as mothers
and males as bread eamers. Father portrayed in the role of reading
newspaper and mother serving food and knitting sweater,the
doctor (Male) and the nurse (Female); playing ball (Boy) and
combing doll’s hair (Girl). By doing this, teachers also promote
gender bias, which favors girls as well. Bullying and noise-making
for boys and politeness and gentleness for girls is another example.
They are creating gender bias and not healthy for the society.

Analyzing The Construction Of Gender In Curriculum In
The Light of Education Committer.
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A. University Education Committee (1948-49):

1.

Observation

The committee observed the inequality in women’s
cducation. The statistics given by the Indian Ministry of
Education for 1945-46 found the number of boys in schools
and colleges were six and half times more than girls. The
committee also believed that if mother is open minded,
inquisitive in nature, fact seeking beyond rumors and fond -
in history and education. Students learned from her mother
as she is the best teacher and creator of personality of her
children in right direction. Children carries this background
information and knowledge learned from mother would get
more benefits from school. The general education for
women should lead to accomplishment of drawing, painting
and life skills prevalent in society. Although committee said
that the Education of Women as Women-General education
for interesting and intelligent living and for citizenship in
large part can be the same for men and women.

Suggestions

University Education Committee suggested the type of
education needed for women at that time which reflects the
idea of the contemporary society. Girls should given the
education which prepared them for family and home life.
Her education as a woman should include laboratory and
practical expetience for home and family. The tools for girls
education must have ababy home, a nursery school, a club
for school children and adolescents, a little home for
convalescents, a small home for old people, a home setting
where students may have experience home Maintenance
and operation, and where they may act as home maker. As
women they should learn and understand the real life
problems that they would face in future and deal with them
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" effectively. This is evident that construction of gender is
identified in the University Education Committee.

As committee knew the societal structure and roles of males
and females as the member of the society and prepare them as to
get excellence in their givenrole as wife, mother, daughter, sister
and know the techniques of home management. There was
inadequacy in the field of womens education. The previous
educational surveys also recognized these needs and these needs
have been recognized in previous educational surveys and need
to give extensive attention for their education. The University
Education Committee quoted-

“There is need that the theory of equality of
opportunity, but not necessarily identity of opportunity,
shall find increasing expression in practice”.

B. Secondary Education Commission (1952-53):
1. Observation
Mudliar commission did not give any special provision for
women’s education as the commission believed that
education should be same for man and woman. But
committee discussed with several delegations and there exit
two different views in relation to womens education. One
set of people believed that women’s life is revolving around
the family so they should learn the art of home making and
there education should be entirely different from the boys.
These groups also accepted that women also have to eam
the livelihood of the family in the time of crisis but very
less importance has to be given to the training of other
profession than home science to the girl. Other group of
organization strongly felt the need of womens service for
the development of the nation. Women are not meant for

working behind the walls of the home but they should step
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out and cast their talent and capabilities for the dcvclop.n?cnt

2. Suggestions

Committee noticed “the provision given in while special
arrangements may be made for women and children there
shall not be any discrimination against any citizen on the,
ground only of religion, race, caste, sex or place of birth. it
is also laid down under section 16(a) that there shall be
equality of opportunity to all citizens in matters relating to
employment or appointment to any office under the State
and no citizen shall, on grounds only of religion race, caste,
sex, descent, place of birth, residence be ineligible for, or
discriminated against, in respect of any employment or
office under the State.” In the light of this provision
committee draw the attention to the fewer point of girls
education specially the facilities provided for them.

The education should be concerned with life situation more
specifically with home and community and practical knowledge
should be given than bookish knowledge. According to this view,
the situation of girl’s education at that time should prepare them
for the family life and the responsibility they will bear as parents.
Therefore it was recommended that teaching of home science for
girls with the idea to inculcate the qualities which will later help
in nming their family efficiently. The teaching Home science
for glrls adoptt?d empirical approach not based on the idea of
restricted them in the home but giving them opportunities to learn
better to make balance between family and society thus rise the
standard of their life
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The Mﬁdlieir committee recommended the equal opportunities

should be given to girls and boys but based on their role as the
males and females in the society. Gender construction is the aged

ago phenomenon and education has no exception about it.

C. Hansa Mehta Committee (1962-64)
Hansa Mehta Committee found the woman are the
marginalized group though lots of efforts have been made
by the government for raising the standard of girls education
but disparity persists the efforts of the government for
enhancing the girls education marked increase in the
percentage of girls. Committee observed that in boys’ school
girls’ admission percentage was less. And there was a lack
of facilities and resources available for girls’ education.
Committee also found that in rural areas girls’ education

needed more attention.

As gender discrimination found in the society the committee
suggested co-education at the elementary stage and scparatc
primary and middle education where needed. Women teachers’
should be appointed in boys school to increase girls education.
There should be common curricula for boys and girls at elementary
level and home science for both at the middle stage. The
educational facilities should be given for girls and for
implementing curriculum at all levels of education.

The Committee recommended common curricula for boys
and girls at the elementary stage, with home science as a common
core subject for boys and girls at the middlc stage. This Committce
made several recommendations concerning provision of
educational facilities for girls and for curriculum at different levels
for education. The Bhaktavatsalam (1963) committee examined
the reasons of lack of public support and awareness regarding
girl’s education and suggested various measures to increase the

participation of girls in educational process. The Syllabi for
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e domestic Science so that girls will get

expertise in home making and get all the practical kngwledge in

relation to the family and the responsibility they will ha.ve. to
shoulder in future. The committee suggested organizing
conferences, seminars and present of audio visual objects for
awaking people regarding girls education.

Introduction

Sexual harassment is a form of discrimination based on
sex.Sexual harassment can limit a person’s ability to carn a living,
get housing, get an education, feel safe and secure, and otherwise
take part fully in society. Organizations that do not take steps to
prevent sexual harassment from taking place can incur major costs
in decreased productivity, low morale, increased absenteeism and
health care costs, and potential legal expenses.

Across society —be it the household, educational institution,
or workplace — harassment on the basis of sexuality exists. And,
in each setting, while unique from one another, the harassment of
women by men functions to maintain the domination of men over
women, at both the individual and collective levels. Sexual
harassment cuts across socio-economic classes, ethnicities,
professions and social spheres. It can happen to executives as
well as factory workers. It occurs not only in the workplace and
in the classroom, but even in parliamentary chambers and
churches.

Increasingly, gender-based harassment is being recognized
as a form or subset of sexual harassment. The effects of sexual
harassment can be serious and long-term. Victims of sexual
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harassment may experience a range of physical and emotional
effects, including anxicty, depression, fatigue, weight loss, nausea
and stomach problems, inability to sleep, withdrawal from
relationships, sclf-blame, reduced self-esteem, and post-traumatic
stress disorder.

Defining sexual harassment

It can be as “engaging in a course of vexatious comment or
conduct that is known or ought to be known to be un
welcome.” However, depending on the circumstances, one
incident could be significant or sub stantial enough to be sexual
harassment.

The reference to comment or conduct “that is known or
ought reasonably to be known to be unwelcome” establishes a
subjective and objective test for harassment. The subjective part
is the harasser’s own knowledge of how his or her behaviour is
being received. The objective component considers, from the point
of view of a “reasonable” third party, how such behaviour would
generally be received. Determining the point of view of a
“reasonable” third party must take into account the perspective
of the person who is harassed.

It should be understood that some types of comments or
behaviour are unwelcome based on the response of the person
subjected to the behaviour, even when the person does not
explicitly object. An example could be a person withdrawing, or
walking away in disgust after a co-worker has asked sexual
questions.

Sexual harassment may take a variety of forms. Sexual
harassment is not limited to demands for sexual favours made
under threats of adverse job consequences should the employee
refuse to comply with the demands. Victims of harassment need
not demonstrate that they were not hired, were denied a promotion
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or were dismissed from their employment as a result of their refusal
to participate in sexual activity. This form of harassment, in which

the victim suffers concrete economic loss for failing to submit to
sexual demands, is simply one manifestation of sexual harassment,

albeit a particularly blatant and ugly one.

Over time, the definition of sexual harassment has
continued to evolve to reflect a better understanding of the way
sexual power operates in society. For example, it is well-
established that harassment and discrimination based on sex may
not always be of a sexual nature. Behaviour that is not explicitly
sexual may still amount to harassment because of sex. The
situation must be viewed in the overall context.

The following list is not exhaustive, but it should help to
identify what may be sexual and gender-based harassment:
1. Demanding hugs.
2. Invading personal space.

3. Unnecessary physical contact, including unwanted
touching, etc.

4. Deroga tory language and/or comments toward women (or
men, depending on the circumstances), sex-specific
derogatory names. |

5. Leering or inappropriate staring. .

6. Gender-related comment about a person’s physical
characteristics or mannerisms.

7. Comments or conduct relating to a person’s perceived non-
conformity with a sex-role stereotype.

8. Displaying or circulating pornography, sexual pictures or
cartoons, sexually explicit graffiti,or other sexual images
(including online).

9. Sexual jokes, including circulating written sexual jokes
(e.g. by e-mail).
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10. “Rough and vulgar humour or language related to gende.

11, Sexual or gender-related comment orconductused to bullya person,

12. Spreading sexual rumours (including online).

13. Propositions of physical intimacy.

14. Gender-related verbal abuse, threats, or taunting.

15. Bragging about sexual prowess.

16. Demanding dates or sexual favours.

17. Questions or discussions about sexual activities.

18. Requiring an employee to dress in a sexualized or gender-
specific way. \

19. Paternalistic behaviour based on gender which a person feels
undermines their status or position of responsibility.

Threats to penalize or otherwise punish a person who refuses
to comply with sexual advances (known as reprisal).

Forms of sexual harassment

Sexual harassment may take various forms, and can be said
to exist on a range from seemingly mild transgressions to severe
behaviour. In its more subtle forms, sexual harassment may
include sexual jokes and innuendo, or unwanted and repetitive
gestures of affection. In its more extreme forms, sexual harassment

can invade a person’s life and escalate to stalking, physical assault,
including attempted and actual rape, and murder.

While many forms of sexual harassment take place through
person-to-person contact, sexual harassment is also happening at
alarming rates through online technology. Email, blogs, social
networking sites, chat rooms, dating websites, cell phone text
messaging, ctc.are all possible domains for sexual harassment.
“Cyber-harassment,” as it is also known, can be carried out by
anyone, including a co-worker, a manager, a housing provider, a
fellow tenant, a fellow student, a teacher, school staffor a stranger.
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The growth of technology has created an unprecedented potential
for the viral spread of online comment, photographs, video
images, etc.The anonymity afforded by many forms of online
communication may make it a vehicle of choice for harassers.

Sexual solicitation and advances

People who are in a position to confer, grant or deny a
benefit or advancement would include an employer, supervisor,
manager, job interviewer, housing provider, professor, resident
don, teaching assistant, teacher, etc Possible benefits might
include employment opportunities, job-related benefits such as a
promotion or bonus or favourable working conditions, housing

benefits, a good mark in a course or a positive reference, and
other favours. 4 4

Sexual solicitation or advances can also occur between co-
workers where one person is in a position to grant or deny an
‘employment-related benefit to the other.

Need for addressing sexual harassment

Educators, employers, housing providers and other
responsible parties have a duty to keep a positive non-
discriminatory environment that is free from sexual harassment.
Not addressing a sexualized atmosphere may open the door for
more cgregious sexual behaviour. In one case, a tribunal
commented:

Further, not addressing sexual harassment may in itself
cause a poisoned environment. A poisoned environment may be
based on the nature of the comments or conduct and the impact
of these on an individual rather than on the number of times the
behaviour occurs. In some cases, a single statement, if bad enough,

can have an impact on a person by creating a poisoned environment.

Every employer, housing provider, education provider or
other responsible party must make sure that their environments
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are free from this sort of behaviour, even if no one objects, and
even if there is widespread participation in the behaviour. Under

human rights law, it is not a defence to say that other employees

were treated in the same negative way as the complainant.

Sexual harassment and violence |

Inappropriate sexual behaviour often develops-over time,
and if left unchallenged may progress to more serious
forms. Violence is often the culmination of on-going acts of
harassment. This connection is quite clear in the case of sexual
harassment and violence. In many ways, sexual harassment and
sexual violence exist on the same continuum of negative attitudes
toward girls and women.

Educators, employers, housing providers and other
responsible parties should take immediate steps to address
inappropriate sexual behaviour that may lead to a poisoned
environment and potential violence. Not addressing a sexualized
atmosphere may lead to more serious sexual behaviour. Educators,
employers, housing providers and other responsible parties need
to know the potential links between sexual harassment and
violence, and must reflect this knowledge in policies, programs
and procedures.

Ways to address sexual harassment

When a person believes that she or he has been sexually
harassed, she or he should try, where possible, to resolve the
problem through any internal policies or resolution mechanisms
the organization may have in place. However, while many
companies now have internal human rights claim-resolution
mechanisms, these procedures do not always replace a person’s
right to file a human rights claim, or to proceed in other ways. But
even if a person has decided to pursue a remedy outside of an
internal procedure, an organization must still investigate and
respond appropriately to the incident, from both an individual
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and a systeniic point of view. Some of the ways to address sexual
harassment can be:

1.

Internal policies

Employers, educators and other responsible parties have a
legal duty to prevent and remedy incidents of sexual and
gender-based harassment. Organizations must develop and
adopt in-house anti-sexual harassment policies and make
sure that responsible parties are properly informed and
educated about the nature, effects and cost of this type of
behaviour.

Collective agreements

More and more collective agreements include specific
clauses on preventing and resolving incidents of
discrimination and sexual harassment in the work place.
There fore, a person who has experienced sexual harassment
in the work place may be able to file a grievance under an
existing collective agreement.

Other administrative bodies

If a person brings a claim before an administrative body
(that is authorized to consider questions of law) and that
action includes a component of sexual harassment, the
administrative body must deal with the sexual harassment
allegation. |

Criminal charges

In more extreme cases, sexual harassment will be criminal
in nature, This will be the case where the harassment
involves attempted or actual physical assault, including
sexual assault, or threats of an assault. It will also include
situations of stalking, otherwise known as “criminal
harassment.” Criminal harassment is obsessive behaviour
directed towards another person.
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5. Preventing and effectively dealing with sexual harassment
of women in family, neighbourhood and other formal
institutions like school and colleges is a significant
challenge, but it is assured that academic institutions can
meet it if they demonstrate the will to do so. This is because
the research demonstrates what and why will work to
prevent sexual harassment. A systemic change in the culture
and climate of our nation’s colleges and universities can
prevent the next generation of women entering science,
engineering, and medicine from being harassed.

6. To change the current culture and climate, it is necessary to
address all forms of sexual harassment, not just the most
egregious cases; to go beyond legal compliance; to support
targets who come forward; to improve transparency and
accountability; to diffuse the power structure between
faculty and trainees; and to revise organisational systems
and structures to value diversity, inclusion, and respect.
Leaders at all levels of academia will be required to initiate
these changes as well as establish and sustain the culture
and norms. However, in order for these changes to be
successful, all members of our nation’s college campuses
& students, faculty, staff, and administrators must take
responsibility for promoting a civil and respectful
environment. Stopping sexual harassment is everyone’s
responsibility. ~

Many studies indicated that how health interventions are important in educational settings (Seligman
etal,, 2015).

Studies also explored the need of interventions which develops mental health and well-being topics
or skills training within curriculum (Conley et al., 2015; Seligman et al., 2009), but very less studies
explored impactof the design and delivery of leaming experiences causes well-being. Some articles established
the impacts of leaming experiences on particular aspects of well-being such as social connection or resilience
(Ewert & Yoshino, 2011; Rowe & Stewart, 2011), the benefits of specific teaching practices such as facilitation
techniques, on student well-being given by Adriansen and Madsen (2013), Byrd and Mckinney (2012),
Dooris and Doherty (2010), Okanagan (2015) found the importance of institutional factors, such as learning
environments, on student well-being.

sports for a multidisciplinary world in order to ensure the unity and integrity of all knowledge;
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o Emphasis on conceptual understanding rather than rote learning and learning-for-exams:
